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Spatroubleshooting for tripping breaker

Use this procedure if the spa continually trips the breaker during operation. This is intended for use by
spa service technicians only.

Before beginning this procedure, ensure the GFCI circuit breaker is wired properly. We recommend
using a Square D brand GFCI.
